He would like to maintain
his stature of ‘honest and
corrupt free’ chief with
a clean government. He
is also known for good
governance, “Suhasan
Babu” and is said to have
established zero tolerance
towards corruption. He
found that his image
was getting beaten with
Lalu Prasad Yadav’s
opportunistic company.
He vowed to get rid of
the bad element from his

cabinet. He wanted Lalu’s
son to quit.

Lalu Prasad Yadav is
annoyed with Nitish for
asking his son’s resignation.
Lalu expects the support
of Akhilesh Yadav and
Mayawati to fight the
BJP. If this happens, the
complexion of the 2019
general election will
change. Being a smart
politician, Nitish is playing
well thought chess moves.
He has supported the NDA
candidate for presidential
elections but supports the
opposition candidate for
vice -presidential candidate.
He distances himself from
Lalu’s rally against the BJP
and initiates action against
RJD following the raids.
Lalu is upset over the raids
and called the action as
political vendetta. He is
planning a crusade against
the BJP for catching his
family red-handed.

Magathbandhan myth

The situation is Bihar
is that the JD (U) has 71
MLAs, RJD 81, Congress
2, and BJP 53 MLA’. If
RJD walks out, Nitish is
likely to get the outside
support of BJP. If Nitish
Kumar survives the acid
test and continues, it will be
a blow to Congress which
is banking on a wafer thin
hope for the throne in
Delhi. Magathbandhan

turns a myth. No wonder,
Congress is trying to patch
up between Nitish and Lalu
by evolving a compromise
formula. It depends upon
the exit of Tejashwi. RJD
is in a tight spot in Bihar
politics- whether in or out.

The situation as it
appears today, is definitely
advantageous to BJP, both
in Patna and Delhi. The
Mahagathbandhan rests
on the ‘love’ between Nitish
and Lalu. It was good in
the initial days which saw
the sociability of the two
hugging leaders coming
together to give pep to
Bihar’s progress. Sonia also
cheered them up as it would
give a fresh momentum to
decaying Congress. Now the
Enforcement Directorate
and CBI has spoiled the
future aspiration of Lalu
and Congress. It is their
own making.

Bright future for BJP

BJP is also well aware that
this change in the scenario
is advantageous to them.
Lalu as a shrewd politician
knows that if Nitish takes
a moral position and goes
with BJP, it is the end
of his family’s political
aspirations. Nitish is also
playing safe by saying that
there would be no break up
of Mahagathbandhan. He
alsomadeitexplicit thatheis
not in the race as a probable
opposition candidate to
lead the campaign as Prime
Ministerial candidate. It
is an indication that he
would align with the BJP in
the next general elections.
By adapting this strategy,
Nitish will be able to
maintain his ‘clean image’
The Congress will be in a
fix, as such developments
will divide secular votes
and ruin the prospects
of the so called united
opposition in the general
election of 2019. Congress
is trying hard to keep Nitish
in its fold.

It is now apparent that
Nitish will go back to BJP
from whom he parted
company in 2013. Such
action will be good for
Bihar and for India. Will
it happen?

China conducts fire
drills in Tibet

Beijing, July 17:
China’s military has
conducted live-fire exer-
cises in Tibet amid the
ongoing standoff+ be-
tween Indian and Chinese
troops at the Dokalam
area in the Sikkim sec-
tor+ .

The People’s Libera-
tion Army (PLA) con-
ducted live-fire exercises
in Southwest China’s Ti-
bet Autonomous Region,
state-run China Central
Television (CCTV) re-
ported on Friday, without
mentioning the exact tim-
ing of the drills.

The brigade that con-
ducted the drills+ was
from the PLA’s Tibet
Military Command and is
one of China’s two pla-
teau mountain brigades,
Global Times reported
today.

The PLA Tibet com-

mand guards the Line of
Actual Control (LAC) of
the India-China border
along several sections
connecting the mountain-
ous Tibetan region.

According to the CCTV
report, the brigade has
long been stationed
around the middle and
lower reaches of the
Brahmaputra (Yarlung
Zangbo in Chinese) River
which flows into India
and Bangladesh and is
responsible for frontline
combat missions+

The live-fire drills in-
cluded the quick delivery
of troops and different
military units working
together on joint attacks.

Video posted online
showed soldiers using
anti-tank grenades and
missiles against bunkers
and howitzers for artillery
coverage.

The video also showed
radar units identifying en-
emy aircraft and soldiers
using anti-aircraft artillery
to destroy targets. The
drills lasted 11 hours.

Separately, Tibet’s mo-
bile communication agen-
cy conducted a drill on
July 10 in Lhasa, capital
of Tibet, where members
of the agency practiced
setting up a temporary
mobile network to secure
communications in an
emergency.

Earlier reports said the
PLA units exercised with
several modern weapon
systems including a new
light battle tank being
manufactured by China.

Local radio
journalist Nelly Mafuta
said she saw two nuns
among the 27 dead, and
the Idiofa cathedral said
it held a mass in tribute
to the victims.

According to the
International Migration
Outlook 2017 report by
global think tank OECD,
comprising 35 member-
countries, between 2012
and 2016 top asylum
seekers to NZ were from
China, India, Fiji and
Iraq.

Indians have been
applying for asylum in
more than 40 countries
for several years now,
according to the office
of the United Nations
High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR).
Indians stranded in
places such as Cisarua
in Indonesia, a refugee
hub, have even attempted
to travel by boat to NZ.

In 2015 and 2016,
OECD countries recorded
the highest number of
asylum applications since
the World War II.And,
almost half of the asylum

seekers originated from
three countries -Syria,
Afghanistan and Iraq.
Other applicants came
from Pakistan, Iran and
Sub-Saharan Africa.

But why does India
figure on this list when
the political and the
economic situation in the
country is relatively better
than those mentioned
above? Reasons vary
, say experts, ranging
from students overstaying
their visas, low skilled
job seekers to refugees
seeking resettlement.

“Anyone can ask
for asylum but it may
not be granted. People
might apply when they
are caught trying to cross
a border illegally,’says
Jonathan Chaloff, policy
analyst, International
Migration Division at
OECD. Asked if Indian
students who overstayed
their visas could have

applied for asylum, he
says, “Yes, because
it delays deportation.
They have a chance of
staying. They are also
able to extend their stay
while they wait for
their application to be
processed, even if it’s
rejected,” he adds.

In Latvia, a small
country in Europe, with
a population of around
two million, of the 6,200
registered international
students in 2015-16,
the largest proportion
was from India and
Uzbekistan, at 18% each.
Last year, the OECD
report says, 20 Indians
requested for asylum in
Latvia”In Latvia there
were 20 applications
for asylum, and there
were 20 Indians caught
trying to cross the border.
They might be the same
people,” says Chaloff.
